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The Super Clamp works with
racks with full length base rails
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7. If you have an over-the-rail bedliner you will have to cut it to install the Super Clamps. First pull
back the bedliner to look or feel under the bedrail to see what lies behind it. Cut a 2.5-inch
horizontal slit with a box-cutter just below the base rail of the rack at the point where you wish to
install a Clamp. Next cut two vertical slits about two inches long down from each end of the
horizontal slit. This creates a tab that can be pushed inward to allow access under the bed rail.
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9. If you have a bedliner or unusually thick base rails, the ¥-inch distance between the columns of the
U-insert MAY be too narrow to install the Clamps. If the standard Super Clamps will not fit, you
may purchase Super Clamps Plus (model 2006-2p). The distance between the columns on this
model is 1 inch. Use Super Clamps Plus ONLY when standard Super Clamps have been tried and
will not fit, because loose-fitting clamps could rotate and may not be secure.
